Book Project #1:  Book Mobile



Due September 30, 2010
Book requirements:  Your book must be at an appropriate reading level for you and must be on the AR (Accelerated Reader) list here at school.  Your book must be approved by Mrs. Douglas no later than August 31.  After August 31, you may not change the book you have chosen.  You must take and pass the AR test for your chosen book no later than September 20.  Passing the test will be part of your grade.  Unless you have a documented learning disability, you should not consider a book that is worth less than 4 AR points.
Hint:  Do not choose a book based on how many pages it has or how big the type is!  Choose a book that interests you.  This will help make your project fun instead of a chore.  See Mrs. Douglas or Mrs. Smith if you need help finding a book.

Directions:  Choose five details from your book that illustrate the main action throughout the story.  You can choose characters, scenes, or objects.  Each one of these details will become part of a mobile.  Use yarn, or pipe cleaners to hang objects that represent the important parts of the story (do not use string, as it is not sturdy enough to hold an object and tangles easily).  You must use at least 3 objects—the remaining two parts can be pictures that are drawn or computer generated.  The parts must be creatively constructed to represent the story.  Make your mobile colorful and large enough to be seen and recognized when your mobile is hanging from the ceiling. 

 The sixth item on the mobile will be a card or picture that contains the book’s title, the author’s name, and your name.  NOTE: Be careful transporting your mobile to school as the strings may tangle.  It would be wise to carefully place it in a bag for easy transport.
This project is worth a 150-point test grade (major grade—will be counted twice) and must be presented to the class on September 30, 2010.
