Parts of Speech Election Project
Due Thursday, September 2
For this project you will be responsible for designing a campaign to elect the best part of speech.  Your group has been assigned one of the parts of speech listed below.  This will be your “candidate.”

1. noun

2. verb

3. adjective

4. adverb

5. preposition

6. conjunction

You will then design a campaign for your part of speech that tells why it is the most important.  There are two parts:
1. A campaign poster.  This poster should be visually appealing and grab your attention.  Although you are expected to use your own creative skills, you must have the following:

· A campaign slogan that is catchy and memorable and, most importantly, original (no “conjunction junction what’s your function” or anything like that).  The slogan must in some way represent what that part of speech does in a sentence.

· Examples of the part of speech used in some way on your poster.  They can stand alone or be in context.

· A mascot for your part of speech.  Should have something to do with your part of speech in some way. (For example, a mascot for an interjection, which is the part of speech showing strong feeling or emotion, might look like this:
)

· You should make every attempt to make your poster look as neat and visually appealing as possible.  This means no crooked letters, no misspellings, a nicely drawn illustration, and so forth.  Put some effort into this, and do a few drafts of your design. 
2. A campaign speech from the point of view of your candidate.  
· The speech should be about one minute (or one handwritten page) long.

· The purpose of the speech is to convince an imaginary voting audience that your part of speech is the most important.

· The speech must contain your slogan and examples of how the part of speech is used. 

· It should also cover several of the ways that the part of speech is useful (for example, the “verbs” group could cover action verbs and linking verbs).

· Above all, your speech should demonstrate that you understand how the part of speech is used. 

You will be allowed to utilize grammar workbooks, grammar handbooks, and other classroom materials. We will also spend time in the computer lab. You will need a poster board and colored pencils or markers.
