Stargirl Project Options (Due Wednesday, January 18, 2012)
A) Book Report (1 person)
Directions: In a typed paper, write a reaction to the novel as a whole. Your paper should include an introduction that states your overall reaction to the novel and your responses to the seven questions below.
Introduction: State and describe your reaction overall reaction to the novel. Body: Respond, in detail, to these questions. Give examples and back up your opinions with specific events and information from the book. You must be as detailed and specific as possible.
1. Did the novel live up to your expectations? Why or why not?

2. Which part of the novel did you like best? Why?

3. Which part of the novel was your least favorite? Why

4. What is your opinion of the main character’s actions? Why?

5. How do you feel about the main character at the end of the story? Why?

6. Was the ending of the novel satisfying for you? Why/why not? If it was not satisfying, what would you change?

7. What did you like and/or dislike about the author’s style of writing?

B) Book Sequel (1-2 people)

Directions: Write a companion piece for the novel.  Your sequel should actually cover the same events that happen in the book Stargirl, but you will write it using Stargirl’s point of view instead of Leo’s.  Use the first person to narrate the story (use “I” for Stargirl).  

· Your story must cover at least three of the major events that happen in the book (Some examples are Stargirl’s first appearance at MAHS, becoming a cheerleader, becoming the most popular person at school, appearing on Hot Seat, dating Leo, the Ocotillo Ball, etc). 
· You may choose any three significant events from the book 

· The events you choose to write about must take place in the same order in your story as they did in the book. 

· You must include dialog between characters.  

· The story must be typed. Each event should be approximately 3 pages typed, double spaced, using 12-point  Arial or Times New Roman font.
· Proofread your work. No spelling mistakes or grammatical errors.
C) Make a Scene (1-4 people)

Directions: Act out a scene from the novel.  You may choose any scene in the book to dramatize.

· You will write the script for the scene. You must turn in this script.  

· Your script must include stage directions for each of the actors to follow and a description of the stage setup.  

· Proofread your work. No spelling mistakes, no grammar mistakes unless they are intentional (and, let’s face it, Leo and Stargirl use pretty good grammar).
· Participants should memorize their lines and act according to the stage directions. Participants should have a roughly equal number of lines—there shouldn’t be anyone with only one or two lines.
· Bring in appropriate props and/or costumes to make the scene more realistic.  

· The performance should last 5-10 minutes.

D) Movie Poster (1-2 people)

Directions: Imagine that you are a famous Hollywood movie producer.  The book you’ve just read is going to be made into a movie, and YOU are in charge. 

· First, you should decide who will play the roles of Leo, Stargirl, Kevin, Dori, Hillari, Wayne, and Archie. (current movie or TV actors). 
· Then design a movie poster that will make people want to see your film (the poster should be no smaller than ½ a sheet of poster board and can be hand-drawn or you may use pictures from magazines or the internet.  Look at a real movie poster before you begin!). Your poster must contain your name as the producer and the book’s author as the director. You may invent a name for your production company. You should also list one or two of the main characters and actors.
· Finally, you are going to choose the soundtrack. Make a list of at least four songs (titles and artists) that you think will complement your book. Write a paragraph describing why you chose each song, and tell what is happening in the scene for which the song will be included. 

Hint: You may want to consider including quotations from the scenes from which some of the selections were inspired.
